Lost in Translation covers ethical, policy, and social issues encountered in
testing new medical interventions in human beings for the first time ("translational
clinical trials"). Among the issues frequently addressed are: ethical issues in
recent studies, new policies involving translational research, challenges to
informed consent, risk analysis, or justice in early phase studies; the role of
patient advocates, the media, and other publics in translational research.

Jonathan Kimmelman received his PhD in Molecular Biophysics and
Biochemistry from Yale. After post-doctoral studies in the Biomedical Ethics Unit
at McGill, he joined its faculty as an Assistant Professor in 2005. His research
centers on the ethics of early phase clinical trials-- especially those involving
complex, cutting edge interventions like gene transfer and cell transfer. His
publications have appeared in British Medical Journal, The Lancet, Hastings
Center Report, and Nature Reviews Genetics. He currently chairs the ethics
committee of the American Society of Gene and Cell Therapy, and serves on
various cell and gene therapy data safety committees. His book, Gene Transfer
and the Ethics of First-in-Human Clinical Trials: Lost in Translation, was recently
published at Cambridge University Press.
